Clairemont is facing a challenge. Housing costs
continue to climb, while the availability and
variety of housing continues to drop. At the
same time, we have a growing population and
many of our existing residents (kids who grew
up in the community) are seeking a greater
variety of housing types and price ranges than
the community currently provides. Additionally,
there is a need for enhanced parks, an improved
and accessible mobility network and protections
that help guide growth, as opposed to reacting
to it. More still, there is a need to find ways to
significantly reduce greenhouse gas emissions to
meet state mandates by 2035.

To make all this happen, we need a roadmap.
Called the Clairemont Community Plan, this
plan hasn't been updated since 1989 and a
lot has changed since then. Working closely
with the public, the City will update the plan
